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DESCRIPTION

Access for Windows (3270) is a Digital Distributed Soft-
ware product from Eicon Technology Corporation. It is a
terminal and printer emulator which take full advantage
of Microsoft® Windows™ 3.0 or higher. With Access for
Windows, PC users can connect to their corporate IBM®
host by emulating 3270 display terminals and printers
while allowing the PC to process other windows appli-
cations at the same time.

Access for Windows (3270) works in conjunction with ei-
ther the SNA PC Gateway for DOS software (described
in SPD 43.26.xx) or the SNA LAN Gateway for DOS &
OS/2® software (described in SPD 38.78.xx).

IBM 3278 Display Emulation

3270 display is available on host systems in a variety
of screen models, which differ according to size, color,
and extended attribute support.

The standard IBM 3270 monochrome display models
are:

• Model 2 (24 lines of 80 characters).

• Model 3 (32 lines of 80 characters).

• Model 4 (43 lines of 80 characters).

• Model 5 (27 lines of 132 characters).

Access for Windows (3270) offers all the standard fea-
tures of the IBM 3278 display terminal. Display sessions
can be set up to emulate screen model types 2 through
5.
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IBM 3279 Color Display Emulation

Includes the following IBM 3279 color display stations:

• The 3279 S2A, a model 2 screen with a four-color
display.

• The 3279 S2B, same as the S2A, but with extended
highlighting and extended color.

• The 3279 S3A and S3B, same features as the S2A
and S2B, but on a model 3-size screen.

• The 3279 S3G, a model 3 with extended highlights,
extended color, and programmed symbol graphics.

Access for Windows (3270) supports IBM 3279 color
display emulation for the models S2A, S2B, S3A, S3B,
and S3G.

IBM 3287 Printer Emulation

Access for Windows (3270) supports all the features of
IBM 3287 printer. Access supports 3287 host-controlled
remote printing in either SNA character stream (LU type
1) or 3270 data stream (LU type 3). Access also sup-
ports local screen capture to a file or printer without any
intervention from the host.

IBM 3270-PC File Transfer

Access for Windows (3270) transfers files to and from
host systems using the IND$FILE protocol. The Send
File dialog box enables the use of data storage options
available on CICS/VS, MVS/TSO, and VM/CMS operat-
ing systems. Access executes file transfers in the back-
ground.

IBM DISOSS PS/CICS Import/Export Transfer Program

Access for Windows (3270) provides PS/CICS DISOSS
import/export transfer functionality for users with access
to IBM’s Distributed Office Support/370 (DISOSS) online
application.

Access offers a companion utility (PS/CICS IDP) to send
final-form-text (FFT) documents created on the PC to
the mainframe.

API Support (IBM EHLLAPI Compatible)

The EHLLAPI enables application programs on a PC
to interact with a host using display terminal emulation.
Access for Windows (3270) supports EHLLAPI for the
OS/2 Extended Edition Program, Version 1.3.

Access EHLLAPI defines an interface through which
third-party applications can manipulate the Access pro-
gram to perform sophisticated communications func-
tions.

APL/APL2 Support (Character Set, Keyboard, Host Dis-
play)

Each of the emulation keyboards provided by the Ac-
cess for Windows (3270) package has two modes, the
default 3270 mode and the APL mode. In APL mode,
the emulation keyboard is used to send APL/APL2 pro-
gram symbols, as well as 3270 key functions.

Multiuser LAN Server Installation Support

The multiuser option allows the user to install Access
on a file server, where it can be shared by as many
users as the license permits. The directory system that
contains the Access program also contains the help files
and code pages, as well as certain utilities reserved for
the system administrator.

Each LAN user has a private Access directory where
session and workspace information can be stored.
These private directories can be located on the serveror
on the user’s workstation.

Support for up to 32 Concurrent Host Sessions

Access for Windows (3270), together with the SNA
Gateway driver, supports up to 32 concurrent Access
3270 sessions over SDLC or X.25/QLLC connections.

Access for Windows (3270) supports links with up to
four SNA LAN Gateways.

Support For IBM Host-based Graphics (GDDM, SAS)

Access 3270 display sessions support 3279 S3G graph-
ics with three extended graphics features :

• Extended color.

• Extended highlighting.

• Programmed symbols.

Extended attributes are sent by the host to control the
appearance of the screen.

Mouse-activated 3270 Function Keys

Access provides several ways to send 3270 keys with-
out using the keyboard.

• Selecting a key from a pop up menu.

• Selecting a key from a keypad diagram.

• Selecting a softkey.

• Clicking PF keys displayed by the host (hot spots).

• Using the mouse-emulated selector light pen.
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Support for Keyboard Types, Country Layouts, and Key-
board Emulation Maps

Access for Windows supports standard AT, AT&T®
Safari1, DCA® IRMA® 1221, Enhanced 1011, Enhanced
102, Gateway 20001, ICL 122, Keytronic 3270 Plus,
Toshiba® 2000SXe1/32001 /52001 physical keyboards
in national layouts such as Belgium, Denmark, Finland,
France, French-Canada, French-Switzerland, German-
Switzerland, German, Italy, Latin America, the Nether-
lands, Norway, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, the United
Kingdom, and the United States.

Access for Windows (3270) provides a number of emu-
lation keyboards maps used by Eicon Technology, IBM,
IRMA and Nokia Data products. Emulation keyboards
map 3270 function keys with PC keyboard combina-
tions.

The emulation keyboard maps supplied with Access can
be modified to change the position of 3270 keys or to
add keys, such as host function keys (PA1, PA2, and
so on) that are not part of the standard set of 3270
functions.

Modifiable Code Page and File-transfer Translation Ta-
bles

Access for Windows provides 17 national code pages
and more than 40 EBCDIC-ASCII translation tables.
Translation tables are used to customize the keyboard,
screen display and printer output, as well as to translate
symbols during file transfer. Access provides a trans-
lation editor to create customized code page and file
translation tables.

Macro Record and Playback

Macros allow a set of commands and keystrokes to
be interactively recorded then replayed as a single se-
quence. Macros can be used to automate logon se-
quences, activate program modules, and execute data
exchange with other windows applications.

Programmable Softkeys

Access 3270 softkeys are programmable function keys
displayed in the Access workspace and activated with
the mouse pointer. Softkeys can be defined as text
strings, EBCDIC characters, 3270 function keys and Ac-
cess 3270 menu commands. Softkeys can also be used
to run previously recorded macros.

Session and Workspace Profiles

The Access 3270 workspace uses MDI to organize
tasks and resources for multiple host connections. Ac-
cess 3270 command menus are used to start and ar-
range single or multiple workstation-to-host communica-
tion sessions (emulation sessions).

Individual or multiple emulation sessions can be saved
under a single filename. The Save Workspace com-
mands saves the configuration parameters and session
environment options for all sessions open when the
command is executed. Such parameters include con-
nection types, colors settings, emulation sessions, and
macro windows arrangement. The same arrangement
is reproduced when the Save Workspace is opened.

Print Preview

Printer session windows provide much greater con-
trol over printed output than is available on a 3287
printer. Users can use the features available on their
own printer. For instance, the user can select the type-
face and font size, control the number of lines and char-
acters per inch, and set all margins.

Printer sessions windows also enable the user to pre-
view printed pages on the screen. Using the Preview
option, the user can choose to print or discard previewed
pages.

SNA Host Transparent Printing

The Access host transparent printer driver enables the
user to route SNA host data. This includes the printer
control characters that instruct a printer how to set up
for an incoming print job and produce special effects,
such as italic type on the user’s local printer.

DDE Support

DDE support for display and printer sessions allows
changes in one application to be reflected in another
application. In a DDE exchange, one application is the
client, and the other is the server. Access 3270 is al-
ways the server in a DDE. The following DDE messages
are supported:

• WM_DDE_INITIATE

• WM_DDE_EXECUTE

• WM_DDE_REQUEST

• WM_DDE_DATA

• WM_DDE_ADVISE

• WM_DDE_UNADVISE

MDI Support

The Access 3270 workspace uses MDI to organize
tasks and resources for multiple host connections. Ac-
cess 3270 command menus are used to start and ar-
range single or multiple workstation-to-host communica-
tion (emulation) sessions.

Microsoft Visual Basic Support

Support for Microsoft Visual Basic allows users to cus-
tomize a GUI front-end to both the host application and
Access for Windows (3270).
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Other Supported Windows GUI Features

With Access for Windows (3270) the user can :

• Minimize any session to an icon.

• Maximize any session to full screen.

• Minimize a file transfer to an icon.

• Tile or cascade multiple sessions.

• Copy, numeric copy, host graphics copy, paste, and
select all.
